Over the past week I have noticed a few actions which [ feel

Please note (in
order to meet Child Protection requi.rern.ents) that teachers will
not allow pupils to walk up the pavement (or be crossed over to
the other side) unless the person collecting them is either
directly outside the school gates or on the other side of the
road (dLrectLy opposite the school gates). I am aware that this
instruction may cause some annoyance (especi.aLLy on wet
d,ays), however I would ask that you follow my request.
Unfortunately, too many accidents happen outside school gates
and [ am sure you would agree we do not want the gates of
Bushmills Primary on the news for this reason!
